Starting with version 5.8.0, ControlPoint no longer supports the following connectors and their
associated Connector Framework Service (CFS):

l HPE Content Manager Connector

l SharePoint 2007 Connector

l SharePoint 2010 Connector

l SharePoint 2013 Connector

If your environment uses any of these connectors, deactivate when instructed by the section of the
ControlPoint Installation Guide that prepares your environment for upgrade.

After upgrade, you can recapture data previously captured by the deprecated connectors by creating
new repositories using the following ControlPoint IDOL connectors:

l Content Manager Trim Connector

l SharePoint Remote Connector
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Fixed defects in this release

The following issues were fixed in ControlPoint 5.8.0.

l CP-10692. In environments with servers that havemultiple network cards each, setting the
ExplicitHost parameter causes the Edge FileSystem Connector to crash.

l CP-10654. After deleting, and then recreating, theControlPointExport database, the db_bcp_
initial_export_import.sql script fails to run correctly.

l CP-10645. After setting up NiFi for the ControlPoint FileSystem connector, it fails to capture
some properties.

l CP-10628. In ControlPoint 5.7.0, several IDOL-related subfolders aremissing the _cleanup.bat
script, which was included in previous releases. These scripts help clean up in the event that file
corruption occurs.

l CP-10616. The ControlPointMetaStore_db_maint_3.0 script fails to run step 2 in ControlPoint
5.7.0.

l CP-10577. When configuring Advanced IDOL distribution, the updateReferenceHash script
fails.

l CP-10573. While running the database conversion scripts, the 01_Convert_
ControlPointMetaStore_v2.sql script reports an error.

l CP-10570. NiFi repositories do not detect duplicate items.

l CP-10556. Excessive Deadlocks occur in the ControlPoint 5.7.0 environment.

l CP-10545. ControlPoint 5.7.0 is missing the Indexer\IDOL\view\filters folder, which
prevents users from viewing files in ControlPoint (Render to HTML).

l CP-10544. The Indexer\IDOL\modules\Admin.dat file is missing.

l CP-10529. Exporting ControlPoint data for BI analysis fails.

l CP-10370. The ControlPointMetaStore_db_maintain_all SQLAgent job does not work
correctly.
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Limitations and known issues

The following are limitations and known issues in the 5.8.0 release.

l In environments that contain multiple SharePoint Remote connectors pointing to different
SharePoint servers, those connectors might not function correctly. (CP-10768)

Workaround: Before you create a SharePoint Remote repository, perform the following steps:

1. Open the SharePoint Remote Connector configuration file, Indexer\SharePoint Remote
Connector\ControlPoint SharePoint Remote Connector#.cfg, in a text editor.

2. Locate the [DistributedConnector] section and change the ConnectorGroup value within
it to a unique name.

Tomake the name unique, you can append the number associated with that particular
connector. For example, if you are editing a file named ControlPoint SharePoint Remote
Connector2.cfg, set ConnectorGroup as follows (in bold):

[DistributedConnector]
RegisterConnector=TRUE
Host=CP5511
Port=7000
ConnectorGroup=SharePointRemote2

3. Save the file.

4. Repeat steps 1 through 3 for all other SharePoint Remote Connectors.

5. UseWindow Services tomanually start the following services:

o Each SharePoint Remote Connector Service

o Distributed Connector Service

NOTE: If you experience issues with other connectors in your environment for which you have
multiple copies pointing to different servers, you can also apply this workaround to them.

l ControlPoint Remote Analysis Agent (RAA) is not compatible with Advanced IDOL Distribution
mode. (CP-10766)

l The IDOL feature localhost:9000/a=admin for checking Indexer status, among other items,
does not work (CP-10697).

Workaround: As an alternative, use http://localhost:32000/a=admin.

l OnWindows Server 2019, policy execution steps that should create a linked shortcut in place of
the original file fail to create that link due to an “access denied” error. (CP-10353).

l The CommandLine utility does not support Full Rescan because it requires restarting the
Connector Framework after rescan.

Upgrade ControlPoint

The process of upgrading to ControlPoint 5.8.0 involves the following points:

1. Database upgrade and SQL data distribution

2. Binary file replacement

Database upgrade and SQL data distribution

To upgrade your database schema to the latest version of ControlPoint, see the table below. Also,
depending on your current version, youmay need to upgrademore than once.

l 'Basic mode' = Advanced IDOL Distribution is not enabled
