Product Overview

Enterprise Developer supports IBM COBOL, IBM PL/I, IBM Assembler, IBM CICS, IBM IMS, IBM JCL, IBM
DB2, IBM z/OS file formats and common batch utilities, including SORT. This means that you can develop
and maintain the core mainframe online and batch applications under Enterprise Developer. You can then
deploy these applications back on the mainframe or migrate them onto one of the Micro Focus Linux, UNIX
or Windows-based production platforms.

The Application Workflow Manager section in General Reference explains the mainframe integration and
mainframe modelling features of Enterprise Developer for z Systems.

i Note:

» The Application Workflow Manager is available within all Enterprise Developer variants and
provides all the capabilities and tools to develop and maintain Application Workflow models. These
models allow you to integrate tools and processes directly into Enterprise Developer. You can use
the Application Workflow Manager with the following products:

« Enterprise Developer - the Enterprise Developer setup file automatically installs the Application
Workflow Manager.

» IBM Rational Developer for System z (IDz) - see Installing Application Workflow Manager into
Rational Developer for System z (IDz) in the installation instructions. This requires that
Enterprise Developer Connect is installed and licensed.

Upgrading from earlier Micro Focus products
i Note: Windows-only.

Version 4.0 of your product is dependent on a later version of the Microsoft C run-time system than earlier
Micro Focus products. This means that COBOL executables (.exe) built with an earlier version of your
product might not be compatible with version 4.0 run-time products. If the behavior of your application
changes with version 4.0, we strongly recommend that you relink the main executable with version 4.0.
This will ensure that the COBOL run-time system fully handles any run-time error conditions that might
occur.

A new executable that is fully compatible with version 4.0 can be produced without recompiling the
application, as long as the original object code is available and it is relinked with version 4.0.

To allow your executables to benefit from the product's latest programming and performance
enhancements, we recommend a full recompilation of your source code.

If you are using Eclipse, Enterprise Developer 4.0 can automatically relink existing projects created with
Enterprise Developer 3.0 that have executable link artefacts. Eclipse displays a warning in the Problems
view that the project requires relinking. It then offers a Quick Fix action for you to execute that will link your
project with the most recent version of the Run-Time System.

This release provides the following general enhancements:

Support for Eclipse 4.7 Oxygen (64-bit) and 64-bit project templates - the 64-bit Eclipse 4.7 is now
installed by default. Project templates are available for both 32-bit and 64-bit applications. You can set a
default project template (either 32-bit or 64-bit) to use so that all future new projects will use that as the
preference. On platforms only capable of building to 64-bit, the 64-bit templates are the default ones.

The 32-bit Eclipse is still supported on 64-bit Windows platforms, however you need to manually install
it and a 32-bit Java.

Support for Eclipse 4.4 and 4.5 has been discontinued.

Starting with release 4 Patch Update 4, you can plug Enterprise Developer into Eclipse 4.8 (either 32-bit
or 64-bit) installed on your machine. On Red Hat, this requires that you have Red Hat 7 or later.
Support for SUSE 12 - only the 64-bit SUSE 12 platform is supported and you can only use the 64-bit
Eclipse with 64-bit projects on it.

(Native COBOL projects only) The Project Settings page in the project's properties now include a
search option. This enables you to find files and build configurations that have settings different from the
ones set at project level.



* Remove File Directives - a context menu command in the explorer view enables you to reset a file's
directives.

« |IVP diagnostic tool enhancements - it is now possible to run the server-side IVP diagnostic tool for
diagnosing issues with a remote connection from within Eclipse installed at the client side. The IVP tool
now also performs a check for whether XTERM is installed on the remote machine.

« IMTK service mappings are now automatically regenerated if you make a change to the interface fields
in the underlying program.

The following enhancements are available for JVM COBOL projects and package handling:

* New wizards for creating ENUM, DELEGATE and VALUETYPE types.

« Additional code snippets for Method-Id and Property-Id.

» Showing and grouping packages in the COBOL Explorer view - use the COBOL JVM Project
Presentation command from the View menu in the explorer to either display COBOL categories or
packages.

» Refactoring by renaming the package name - available from the context menus in the COBOL Editor
and in COBOL Explorer.

« Refactoring by moving source folders, packages or compilation units - available from the explorer
context menu.

« Support for switching off the package name mapping using the Each part of the package name
corresponds to a subdirectory option in the Build Configuration page.

« Support for packaging .class files in a .jar file when building COBOL JVM projects.

* Open Type Hierarchy and Open Call Hierarchy context menu commands - available in the COBOL
editor, COBOL Explorer and in the outline views while seeing the packages presentation in the IDE.

The following editor improvements are available:

* A Properties context menu command - enables you to access a file's properties directly from the editor.
¢ A Show In context menu command - enables you to locate the file in the COBOL or the PL/I Explorer.

« Edit > Convert Tabs to Spaces command - enables you to convert any tabs in your COBOL source
files to a specified number of spaces.

Automatic relinking of applications created with Enterprise Developer 3.0:

« Enterprise Developer 4.0 can automatically relink existing projects created with Enterprise Developer
3.0 that have executable link artefacts. Eclipse displays a warning in the Problems view that the project
requires relinking. It then offers a Quick Fix action for you to execute that will link your project with the
most recent version of the run-time system.

This release includes the following enhancements:

e COBOL Resource Adapters now support WebSphere 9.0 and WebLogic 12.2.1.
« Tomcat 7.0 support for servlet generation with J2SEBeans.

* NullSearch utility - for COBOL resource adapters, this new utility provides assistance in locating NULL
fields in mappings passed to Enterprise Server. When a large number of arguments is provided in the
parameters passed to Enterprise Server, it is difficult to locate NULL fields, which are not allowed. The
NullSearch utility isolates NULL fields, so the Java application can be corrected.

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* A new Edit action. Enables you to edit any model component instead of working with the Properties
view. The new action enables you to change the attribute values of several model components at a
time.

* Automated sequence numbering in the model.

« The context menu of the model editor has been restructured for more clarity.
» Context help.

« Tool creation has been improved. Dependent components are generated from the function package
tool definition.

Development of models:

* Newly created empty models now contain all categories. The new models also validate without any
errors or warnings.

« A new AWM system type, “Custom System”, is available. This system type supports the model
development process by facilitating the creation, change, load and reload of a model.

New modelling features:

* The “Return Property Value” tool in the function package now supports several additional use cases.
e The “Transfer File” tool in the function package offers improved support for mass processing.
« Support for properties with an application-wide scope.

< A modelling capability to structure the local file cache for copybooks and include files downloaded by
the background parser in the editor. Additional tools are provided to check the existence of or clear
the file cache for copybooks and include files.

The product help includes some tutorials showing how to create new models and extend the
functionality of existing models. See the Tutorials Guide.

A number of template models are now available and can be used as a base to develop your own
models.

AMB Endevor Interface (Technology Preview) - enables you to share and synchronize resources
between an AMB project and mainframe Endevor datasets.

This release includes Enterprise Developer Build Tools for Windows, a separately-installable component of
Enterprise Developer that has been designed to be used in environments where you want to work with your
COBOL and PL/I projects but you don't want the overheads associated with the Eclipse IDE.

Build Tools provide a lightweight, easy-to-install development environment that is well-suited for use in
Docker containers and continuous integration or continuous delivery systems.

Tables directly instead of the Micro Focus supplied tables. You need to download IBM's conversion tables
from IBM's Web site. Then you can use the MFCODESET environment variable to convert between IBM's
CCSIDs.

The following Compiler directives are new in this release:

* DISPSIGN - determines the display output of numeric fields with included signs, under an IBM
mainframe dialect only.

e GNTLITLINKSTD - stops the suppression of call-convention 8 when both call-convention 2 and call-
convention 8 are in effect for a . gnt file in an Intel x86 32-bit environment.

e ILSMARTTRIM - trims any trailing spaces from a string item returned by the get property associated
with an alphanumeric item processed by ILSMARTLINKAGE.

* MAINFRAME-FLOATING-POINT - specifies the format of a program's floating point data items: either
IBM hexadecimal format or IEEE format. This directive is supported in managed code only.

The following Compiler directives contain new parameters in this release:

*« CHECKDIV - a new parameter 'ACOS' now emulates a divide by zero operation on an ACOS
mainframe system: the quotient and the remainder are set to the value of the dividend.

* OOCTRL - a new parameter, L, specifies whether to include directory location comments in .cls
and . ins inheritance files.

* NUMPROC - a new parameter 'ACOS' provides partial compatibility with the behavior of NEC ACOS
COBOL processing of invalid data in USAGE DISPLAY data items and invalid sign information in
USAGE COMP-3 data items.

It is now possible to export any filtered results. When filtering a data file, you can use the results to create a
new data file - click Search > Export Results when a filter is applied to save the filtered records to a new
file. You can:

» Save the filtered records to a new file.

« Save the records that match the specified filter (such as customer information or orders).
« Download a subset of the data from a remote file.

» Save a small portion of the data for testing purposes.

« Debugging CICS channels and containers - you can now debug CICS COBOL applications that use
channels and containers. The debugger now enables you to view the contents of any channels and
containers, and to change content as you debug.

This release provides support to enable you to run your COBOL and PL/I applications in Docker
containers, taking advantage of the many benefits offered by the Docker platform such as portability,
performance, agility, isolation, and scalability.

The product help now includes a new section, Working with a Large Code Base, that includes
recommendations and best practices for working with large applications inside the IDE. It includes tips on
how to structure your projects, how to optimize the performance of the IDEs, and step-by-step workflow
showing how to move an existing legacy application into Enterprise Developer.

Enterprise Server

The following enhancements have been made to Enterprise Server:

» Conversation filtering - the Enterprise Server Communications Process (MFCS) can now restrict access
to listeners by client address. You can specify any permitted or forbidden addresses either by IP
address, network mask, or domain name, and use wildcards. Filters can be applied to individual
listeners, communications processes, or to entire regions. More specific filter rules override any general
ones.

» The Enterprise Server Security Facility now starts throttling Verify requests when it receives more than
100 requests per second.

This can be used to limit the effectiveness of denial-of-service and brute force attacks. You can
configure the value where throttling occurs. See Verify Request Throttling for more information.

« (Technology Preview only) Support for adding, deleting, and modifying XA resources in a live Enterprise
Server region.

It is now possible to add, edit, or delete XA resources while an enterprise server instance is running.
Any changes made come into effect after any in-flight transactions have completed. The ability to make
these changes in a live environment comes under the control of the existing enterprise server
permissions.

« XA-compliant Resources (XARS) - this release provides enhanced CTF tracing that allows more flexible
reporting of warnings and errors on the RM switch module level.

* A new Communications Server resource class - enables you to control the access to the Enterprise
Server Console Log and Communications Server Log when external security is in effect for an
enterprise server region; see Resource Classes for Communications Server for more information.

* Improved catalog availability - there is now an improved resilience to temporary communication issues
with the catalog and error reporting enabling a region to stay active if a region has multiple catalogs
defined and one of the catalogs is not available.

» Enhanced SSL/TLS certificate support - for communications with TLS (formerly SSL), additional
certificate and key file formats are supported. Servers may now be configured with both an RSA and an
ECC key and certificate.

» Enhanced SSL/TLS cipher configuration - for communications with TLS (formerly SSL), the permitted
cipher suites and their preferred order can now be configured. The minimum size of Diffie-Hellman
groups for DH key exchange can also be configured. The defaults have been made more secure.

e The Historical Statistics Facility (HSF) now enables you to write user-defined data to the records
produced within a .csv file. Use the ES_WRITE_CUSTOM_HSF or ESCSTHSF library routines within



your COBOL programs to define the custom data, and use the ES_HSF_CFG environment variable to
configure up to five custom fields in the generated record.

e You can also use the ES_HSF_CFG environment variable to configure the number of CICSF, TSQ, and
TDQ fields that are written to the record.

File Handler

This release provides the following enhancements:

e The DFSORT and SYNCSORT emulations now support the NULLOFL parameter of the OUTFIL
statement.

* The ASCIISOSI configuration option is now available. It adds the required SOSI characters to the
relevant EBCDIC DBCS character strings in order for them to be displayed or written out correctly.

« The IMS Database Forward Recovery feature has been updated to provide point-in-time forward
recovery that enables you to recover all database transactions completed up to a specified point in time,
including date and time of day.

e IMS support now includes MFS code for Light Pen devices. In your MFS, include a DEV statement with
the FEAT=PEN parameter, and set the ATTR property on appropriate fields to DET or IDET to make
them detectable by a light pen. See your IBM documentation for details.

Note: MFS that contains light pen code must be regenerated to take effect if the MFS is part of an
Enterprise Developer project created using an earlier release.

« Support for export and import of IMS-configured enterprise server regions through Server Explorer.

JCL support
Back to Top
This release introduces the following new features and enhancements:

e Micro Focus FTP utility - you can now configure MFFTP to not process trailing blank spaces for a GET
command, by setting the new control variable MFFTP_PROCESS_ TRAILS ONGET=FALSE and
setting the LOCSTAT value TRAILINGBLANKS=FALSE.

* A new API has been introduced - MVSSPLPB - that enables you to search all job information held in the
JES spool control files. It is more comprehensive that the existing MVSCASPB API, and should instead
be used for all new spool enquiries.

« A number of new environment variables have been introduced that enable you to configure the JES
startup behavior with regards to opening user catalog files. You can configure JES to open user catalog
files only when they are required (and not during system startup), and you can configure JES to retry
opening a catalog file that has failed to open. These changes increase the resilience of the JES system,
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as you can mitigate against JES startup failures if the user catalog files are not readily available whilst
the region starts. See Configuring Multiple Catalogs for more information.

* The public catalog API, MVSCATPB, has been enhanced to better report on file errors when opening
catalog files. The following new functions have been added to mfpubcat.cpy: GCFS, GNFS, STNI,
GCFE, and GNFE.

e CBL_GET_OS_INFO - this library routine can now detect if the program is running within a Docker
container: cblte-osi-rts-capabilities parameter, bit 7.

Mainframe Access

The installation process has been changed as follows:

« Asingle installer for both Mainframe Access and the Mainframe Access z/Server support is provided.

e There is now only one XML configuration file for Mainframe Access. There is also a new configuration
utility that guides you through the configuration process.

» Specify your own JES console character - it is now possible to configure the Mainframe Access
installation to use a different JES console character instead of the default ("$"). To achieve this, use the
new JES_CONCHAR configuration parameter.

Enhancements are available in the following areas:

« The Mainframe Call Generator now runs in an independent address space. Previously, it was possible
for code run in the MFA address space to enter a supervisor state. MCGLIB is how the new address
space's STEPLIB. This enables other user modules to be called without placing them in MFA's
STEPLIB, as was previously necessary. See Mainframe Call Generator: Calling Programs on the
Mainframe for more information.

Note the following changes in platform support for this release:

* Windows 8 and Windows Server 2012 are no longer supported for developing applications. They are
still supported for deployment. Windows 8.1 and Windows Server 2012 R2 are supported.

e SUSE platforms - this release only supports SUSE Linux 12 SP2, 64-bit.

On this platform, you can only build COBOL and PL/I programs to 64-bit executables. This applies when
using Eclipse on SUSE or with remote projects when Micro Focus Enterprise Developer UNIX
Components is installed on SUSE.

Note: PL/I applications that were created using Enterprise Developer 3.0 and earlier must be
recompiled in Enterprise Developer 4.0 to ensure they will compile and execute properly.

Support has been added for the following features in PL/I debugging:

» Displaying complex data structures in the Expressions and Variables views.

« Viewing the console window on non-Windows platforms so that output and input can be seen or
entered.

e The Outline view in the default Debug perspective.

« Watchpoints on variables on the line where the variable has been declared.
» Conditional breakpoints.

« Skipping variables a defined number of times before the execution stops.

« Adding expressions to the Expressions view from the Outline view.

* Inspecting variables when referenced as part of a macro argument.

» Signals and conditions.

PL/I compiler and Run-Time System enhancements:

 Support for the following built-in functions - CHARVAL(), COMPARE(), CURRENTSIZE(), EDIT(),
PICSPEC(), SOURCEFILE() and SOURCELINE().

« Support for additional DATETIME() format strings.

» Support for the FLUSH FILE(*), ITERATE, and RESIGNAL statement.

e Support for the XMLOMIT and XMOLATTR attributes on variable declarations.
e Support for the MARGINI compiler option.

e Support for the SIZE and STRINGSIZE prefix conditions.

» Improved support for the repeat factor on arrays of AREA variables.

* Improved pointer arithmetic on 64-bit platforms.

« Where necessary, MFPLX now recognizes selected *PROCESS statements and passes them to the
appropriate preprocessors.

PL/I EXEC preprocessor:

* The EXEC preprocessor now honors the -margins setting for the output MDECK in addition to the input
file. This provides an improved experience in the Eclipse IDE when using the Outline view and other
PL/I features provided by the background parser.

PL/I macro preprocessor:

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* The Micro Focus macro preprocessor now provides a new default behavior that mimics IBM's
RESCAN(ASIS) behavior. In addition, a new option, rescan_upper, has been introduced to enable you
to optionally mimic IBM's RESCAN(UPPER) behavior.

Improvements in compatibility with IBM's Macro Preprocessor:

* Allows OTHER as an acceptable abbreviation for OTHERWISE on a macro SELECT statement.

e Supports the SCAN/NOSCAN option on declaration of macro variables.

« Implements the NOSCAN option on ANSWER statements.

* The %NOTE message format has been modified to match IBM's behavior.

e The SYSVERSION built-in function has been modified to always return a value of 22 bytes in length
(space padded, if necessary).

« Relaxed diagnostics for scenarios where Enterprise Developer is generating a warning message and
IBM does not.

(Technical Preview) Generating PL/I test coverage reports:

* The PL/I Compiler and Run-Time System now support capturing of information showing which lines in
the program have been executed, and the generation of human-readable reports at the conclusion of a
run.

(Technical Preview) Interaction with COBOL AMODE and 370 Assembler programs (Windows 32-bit only):

* A new compiler option is available which enables Open PL/I to interact with 370 Assembler, and with
COBOL programs compiled with AMODE. See the product help for the current limitations to this
support.

e The update resource definition file utility, CASRDTUP, now supports the DELETE command. Note that
the REMOVE option is not currently supported.

« Schema changes that affect the test coverage results generated from the tcuti 1 utility mean that if
you propagate the results to a third-party application (for example, an XSLT processor), and rely on the
<copyFileCoverage> element, you need to alter your transformations to focus on
<sourceFileCoverage> instead. The element was renamed to more appropriately reflect its
contents, as tcutil now gives global coverage for all source files (not just copybooks).

EXEC CICS VERIFY PASSWORD has a failure scenario that doesn't exist on the mainframe. It is currently
not possible to distinguish this failure from an incorrect password on the command itself via the returned
EIBRESP and EIBRESP2.

Under Enterprise Server, the following options mean that an admin LIST request to ESF is necessary to
acquire the appropriate information:

CHANGETIME
DAYSLEFT

The aggregated return code from ESF to CICS for the admin request is identical in both cases and so
CICS has no way of distinguishing between these two failure scenarios. We therefore cannot return a new
EIBRESP or EIBRESP?2 for this particular case.

To allow CICSUSER to make admin LIST requests, the anonymous list option needs to be enable in the
region's security manager configuration (not the Security Manager):

UNIX and Linux Installer Issues

Installing on Linux

On Linux, the RPM installer for Enterprise Developer for Eclipse installs a 64-bit version of Java. When you
start the installation, if the 32-bit version of Java is already installed on your Linux machine, you might not
be able to install Enterprise Developer. This is a known issue with the Oracle Java installers for Linux which
prevents you from installing both the 32-bit and the 64-bit versions of Java on the same machine. To work
around this problem:

« Download the 64-bit Java distribution in a compressed .tar format from the Oracle Web site.
< Untar the distribution into a location different from the one used for the 32-bit Java version. For example,
untar in Zusr/local/java64 and not in Zusr/local/java.

« Set JAVA_HOME and LD_LIBRARY_PATH to the 64-bit version of Java so that it is used to install and
run Enterprise Developer.
Installing while using AFS/Kerberos authentication

If you are using AFS/Kerberos authentication to log onto your Linux system then you need to ensure you
have a local user ID which SOA and Enterprise Developer components of the product can use. This user
ID must be set up prior to running the installer. When running the installer you need to specify -
ESadminlID=[ User | D] on the command line so it is used by the installer.

License Server

You need to configure the computer hostname to ensure the license server will start properly.

To avoid performance issues, "localhost" and the computer hostname must not both be mapped to IP
address 127.0.0.1. You should only map "localhost" to IP address 127.0.0.1.

The following is an example of how to specify these entries correctly in the /etc/hosts file:

127.0.0.1 localhost.| ocal domai n localhost

These are the steps to install Enterprise Developer:
1. Runthe ede_40.exe file and follow the wizard instructions to complete the installation.

By default, this installs Enterprise Developer in the %ProgramFi les(x86)%\Micro Focus
\Enterprise Developer folder and installs a full version of Eclipse 4.7 64-bit, with the Micro Focus
plugins already installed, in the C:\Users\Public\Micro Focus\Product Nane\eclipse
directory.

The setup file installs any missing prerequisite software as listed in the topic Software Requirements.

Note: See Advanced Installation Tasks for information about non-default installation tasks. For

example, to stop the product installation from installing the version of Java shipped with the product,
run the setup file from the command line with the skipjre=1 command line option; otherwise, if the
installation detects a version of Java older than the shipped version, it will install the shipped version.

Installing Micro Focus Enterprise Developer UNIX
Components

Note: Micro Focus offers two types of installers on UNIX and Linux - a proprietary Micro Focus
installer for installing on UNIX and Linux and a standard RPM (RPM Package Manager) installer for
installing on Linux. See your product Help for instructions on how to use the RPM installer.

These are the steps to install this product using the Micro Focus installer:

1. Give execute permissions to the setup file:
chmod +x setup_entdev_4.0_pl atform

2. Run the installer from the Process User ID login:

When the installer starts it will prompt you to enter the superuser password so it can perform operations
that require root permissions.

To protect the SafeNet Sentinel installation from accidental updating you can create an empty file
named SKIP_SAFENET _INSTALL in /var/microfocuslicensing/ as follows:

touch /var/microfocuslicensing/SKIP_SAFENET INSTALL
While the file is present, the SafeNet installer does not make changes to the installation or shutdown the

running license daemons. If licensing needs to be updated later, remove the file and install Sentinel
RMS server manually.

f Note:

During the installation process, the installer configures the product's Enterprise Server System
Administrator Process User ID. The Process User ID will be the owner of all Enterprise Server
processes except the one for the Micro Focus Directory Server (MFDS). The Directory Server process
(Enterprise Server Administration) runs as root as this allows it to access the system files and ports.

All Enterprise Server processes you start from Enterprise Server Administration run under the
Process User ID which can affects the file access and creation.

By default, the installer uses the login id of the user that runs the installer for the Process User ID. To
change the user id after you complete the installation, execute $COBDIR/bin/casperm.sh.

Installing as an Upgrade

Installing this release as an upgrade will automatically uninstall any Patch Updates of the older version of
the product you have installed on your machine.

If you have been using the mainframe components of Enterprise Developer for z Systems, see Installing
z/Server as an Upgrade for recommendations about how to upgrade your z/Server installation. Also,
check Backward Compatibility of AWM Models for information about changes that affect your existing
AWM models.

Before installing this release as an upgrade, ensure you create a back-up of your Enterprise Server
configuration. To do this, on the Enterprise Server Administration home page, click Export and then
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select Export Enterprise Server configuration and Security Manager definitions. This creates a
backup folder in the c:\programdata\micro focus\Enterprise Developer\MFDS. You can
restore the Enterprise Server configuration after installing this release - click Import on the Enterprise
Server Administration home page.

Enterprise Developer Installation Options

You can install Micro Focus products silently by specifying /q at the command line and using command line
parameters to specify the installation directory (instal Ifolder=pat h), user information, and which
features to install. You must execute the command with superuser permissions.

To see what parameters you can use, execute the following from the command line:
install-file /Zhelp

where install-file for the following products is as follows:
Enterprise Developer ede_40.exe

Directory considerations

* You must have read and write access for every directory accessed during the installation.

Installing as an Upgrade

This release works concurrently with the previous version of Micro Focus Enterprise Developer UNIX
Components, so you do not need to uninstall it.

Install the latest version in a different location and set the environment to point to it. To do this, run the
Micro Focus Enterprise Developer UNIX Components installer with the —installlocation option:
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1. Execute the following command:

To install in a different location use the —instal Il location=""Location' parameter to specify an
alternative directory location. For example:

For
example, the following examples are equivalent:

-installlocation=""/home/myid/i nstal | di r™

—-installlocation=""$HOME/i nst al | di r **
You can see details about which additional parameters can be passed to the install script if you enter the -
help option.
Configuring the Enterprise Server installation

You can use the following options to configure the Enterprise Server installation: [ -ESsysLog=""Y/N"" ]
[ -ESadminID="User I D" ] [ -CASrtDir="| ocation"™ 7], where:

-ESsysLog Use this to enable ("Y") or disable ("N") Enterprise Server system logging. Logging is
enabled by default. Log files are saved in /var/mfcobol/logs.

-ESadminID Sets the Enterprise Server System Administrator Process User ID from the command line -
for example, ~-ESadminID=""esadm". The default user ID is the one that runs the installer.

-CASrtDir  Specifies the location were the Enterprise Server run-time system files are placed - for
example, -CASrtDir="/home/esuser/casrt/es". The default location is /var/
mfcobol/es.

Installing Silently

You can install Micro Focus products silently by using command line parameters to specify the installation
directory, user information, and which features to install. You must execute the command with superuser
permissions.

You can use the following command line arguments to install silently on UNIX/Linux. You need to execute
the commands as root:

—silent -lacceptEULA

For example, execute:
setup _fil enane —silent -lacceptEULA
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Installing on Microsoft Terminal Server and Citrix

Note: This document is a work-in-progress. Check the documentation for Enterprise Developer in the
Product Documentation section of the Enterprise Developer SupportLine Web site for its most recent
version.

Microsoft Terminal Server and Citrix (TS/Citrix) are environments for running multiple instances of a single
user product. They are not platforms where a single-user product can be made to perform as a multi-user
product.

When running Enterprise Developer on TS/Citrix machine, there might be some implications to
components of Enterprise Developer which could cause potential conflicts between a ‘per-user session’
compared to the standard ‘per machine’ setup. The following components of Enterprise Developer require
special configuration:

« Eclipse workspaces and projects
e The Enterprise Server component - the Run-Time System product for JCL, CICS and IMS operations
* The database management service

You can use Enterprise Developer with TS or with any Citrix version certified for use with Eclipse; however,
a separate end-user license is required for each user who accesses Enterprise Developer, even if it is
running on a single machine. See your End User License Agreement for clarification.

Note: Micro Focus Enterprise Developer does not officially support TS/Citrix. However, it will run on
any prerequisite Operating System that is supported under TS/Citrix.

Capacity planning

Multi-user capacity planning for TS/Citrix does not scale linearly, and the calculations required for this
planning are not directly related or specific to any Micro Focus technology. Micro Focus recommends that
you consult with Microsoft or Citrix Systems, respectively, about the server sizing and capacity planning,
based on hosting the required number of “rich” Windows 7 or Windows 8 desktops (e.g. using a singleton
desktop build as a baseline).

Installing Enterprise Developer
To install Enterprise Developer for use with TS/Citrix:

1. Log on to the physical terminal or Citrix server with a user ID that has administrator privileges.
2. Use the download links in your Electronic Product Delivery email.
3. Follow the links for the installation instructions and the End User License Agreement.

Configuring Enterprise Developer

Customizing the Installation, the Workspace and the Projects

Using Enterprise Developer for Eclipse under TS/Citrix
For considerations about how to use Eclipse under TS/Citrix refer to the Eclipse product help.

Micro Focus recommends you set up Enterprise Developer for Eclipse so that each user has their own
configuration area and you make the configuration folder within the Eclipse installation read-only.
(Enterprise Developer for Eclipse is installed on the TS/Citrix machine into %ProgramFi les(x86)%
\Micro Focus\Enterprise Developer with the Eclipse installation stored in C:\Users\Public
\Micro Focus\Enterprise Developer\eclipse.)

To ensure that each user will have their own configuration area, you need to set up Eclipse as follows:
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1. On the TS/Citrix machine, start Enterprise Developer once, make any required customizations to the
IDE and then close it.

2. Using Windows Explorer, navigate to C:\Users\Public\Micro Focus\Enterprise Developer
\eclipse and open the eclipse. ini file with an editor.
3. Add the following code before the -vmargs entry:

-configuration
@user .home\EclipseConfig

4. Using Windows Explorer, navigate to the Eclipse installation folder and from the folder properties make
the configuration folder Read Only for the group that will work with Enterprise Developer for
Eclipse.

This ensures that each user that starts Enterprise Developer for Eclipse under TS/Citrix can only see their
own workspaces and that they have their own Ecl ipseConfig folder specified by the eclipse. ini file.

Eclipse workspaces

An Eclipse workspace is a folder on the disk where the project and application files are stored. The default
location for an Eclipse workspace is in the user's area (for example, c:\users\user nane\). It is not
possible to share workspaces so each user must have their own.

We suggest that you create Eclipse workspaces in an area on a shared network drive, naming each
workspace folder with an individual user ID.

Also provide a startup script that maps the drive dynamically using share names derived from the user ID.

| Tip: Use the net use command to connect to, remove and configure the connections to the mapped
[ =] .
= drives.

Template projects

Create and configure template projects to distribute among your users. Templates must not include fully
qualified paths. You can store the projects in a source control system and make them available so that
individual users can import them into their own workspace.

Enterprise Server Installation Options

When you install Enterprise Developer, the setup file also installs the Enterprise Server component on the
same machine. There are different ways in which you can configure and use Enterprise Server regions in
TS/Citrix environments. This topic outlines two of the methods and explains what the implications of
choosing them are:

« Use the Enterprise Server component as part of Enterprise Developer installed on the TS/Citrix
machine

* Install Enterprise Server or Enterprise Test Server on a separate server

Use the Enterprise Server component as part of Enterprise Developer installed on the TS/Citrix
machine

On the client machines, the developers each use a clone of Enterprise Developer. They also use a clone of
Enterprise Server to create and manage multiple server instances as required.

While this option provides the greatest flexibility, it also consumes the largest footprint per user.
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Install Enterprise Server or Enterprise Test Server on a separate server

You can install Enterprise Server! or Enterprise Test Server? on a separate server that does not have TS/
Citrix installed. By default, Enterprise Server installs and runs as a single-instance product and, within an
Enterprise Server, you can operate a number of server instances. Each server provides session and state
management for COBOL applications, as well as optionally interfacing with external resource managers to

coordinate resource updates.

There are two ways to provide server instances to the developers using Enterprise Developer on the TS/
Citrix machine:

« Configure and configure one server instance per developer by specifying different ports. We
recommend defining five-digit port numbers where digits one through three identify the developer and
four through five identify a unique port. For example: port number 10123 defines a TN3270 listener for
developer 1, and port number 10223 defines a TN3270 listener for developer 2.

Micro Focus Enterprise Server provides full application server support for COBOL applications that require
high-performance and mainframe subsystem emulation. Enterprise Server is designed as a multi-user
environment.

Micro Focus Enterprise Test Server is an IBM mainframe application test execution environment on
Windows. Enterprise Test Server enables mainframe IT organizations to perform a variety of pre-production
testing on low cost commaodity hardware, avoiding unnecessary cost and delay. Built on proven technology;,
Enterprise Test Server exponentially expands the test capacity and enables testing to scale up easily to
meet delivery timelines and quality standards driven by today's business requirements.
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This option provides a dedicated enterprise server for testing purposes for each developer, but restricts
each developer to that one enterprise serve instance.

This scenario creates the largest footprint per developer.

Or:

« Create and configure one server instance per application for use by a single development team. Use a
different port number for each instance as explained above, using the first three digits to differentiate
between applications.
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Configuring SQL Option for DB2 (XDB) for Multi-User Environments

SQL Option for DB2 in Enterprise Developer supports scenarios where multiple users use a single XDB
Server installed on a TS/Citrix server. Typically, users in such environments would require their own private
working locations so they can be isolated from each other's activity on the TS/Citrix server and might
require different XDB configuration settings. SQL Option for DB2 provides support for this.

The configuration options for XDB Server are stored in the xdb . ini configuration file installed in the
Windows protected area in C:\ProgramData\Micro Focus\Enterprise Developer\mfsqgl\cfg.

xdb . ini contains both client-side and server-side settings for the XDB tools.

Changing the server-side settings

In most cases, it is not necessary to change XDB Server's server-side settings. If you need to change
these settings, however, it is important that you use the XDB tools to modify the xdb. ini file as the tools
run with administrator's privileges. This helps avoid some possible issues with Windows virtualizing files in
the protected areas that you try to edit without administrator's privileges.



See Changing the Main XDB Server Configuration File.

Changing the client-side settings

In multi-user environments such as TS/Citrix, it is important to provide individual users with their own client-
side configuration options for XDB. To cater for that, Enterprise Developer provides a utility, XDBSetup,
which creates a private XDB configuration file for each user in their local Windows folder on the TS/Citrix
machine.

Users would run XDBSetup before they start using any of the XDB components on the TS/Citrix server.
They can then use the XDB Client Options utility (XOPT40N) to customize their own version of xdb. ini
and specify any required client-side run-time options and a temporary space for the client-side tools. For
example, they might want to customize various options such as the isolation level, the lock timeout (for
example, if they want a longer record lock timeout for testing), the data formats (if they want a different date
format to test the software for internationalization issues), the SQLWizard configuration, and the private
area for saved files.

XDBSetup also creates some entries in the user's specific area in the registry which point to the location of
the private xdb . ini file. This ensures that XDB Server will use the main xdb . ini file installed under the
c:\ProgramData folder, while any of the XDB tools that individual users start will use the private

xdb . ini files that users might have customized according to their own preferences.

See Creating a Private XDB Configuration File in a Multi-User Environment.

Configuring the private XDB Server options in batch

If all users must have the same environment and use a specific standard set of client-side options in their
private xdb . ini files, a system administrator can set this up for them using a batch file. The batch file
would execute XDBSetup to create the private xdb. ini files and then it would execute BOPT40N, the
batch version of the XDB Client Options utility, to specify the same client-side options in each private
xdb.ini file.

See Changing the Private XDB Server Configuration Files in Batch.

Creating a Private XDB Configuration File in a Multi-User Environment

Before using XDB Server on a TS/Citrix machine, all users must first run the XDBSetup utility to create a
private XDB Server configuration file, xdb . ini, in their local Windows folders.

To run the utility:

1. Log in to the TS/Citrix machine using the Windows Remote Desktop Connection.
2. Execute the following from an Enterprise Developer command prompt:
XDBSetup

See Syntax of the XDBSetup command for more details.

This creates a standard xdb . ini file in the user's Windows home directory, in c:\Users\user nane
\AppData\Roaming\Micro Focus\Enterprise Developer\mfsqgl\, for which the user does not
need administrator's credentials to change the file.

This also creates some registry entries in the user's specific area which point to the location of the private
xdb. ini file. When any of the XDB tools are executed, they check the user's registry settings for whether
there is a private configuration file before they check the local machine registry settings which store the
location of the main XDB Server configuration file.

Syntax of the XDBSetup command

The XDBSetup utility can run in either an interactive or unattended mode. Use the following syntax to
execute the utility:

XDBSetup [-u]--unattended]
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Where you can specify the following options:

No options XDBSetup executes in an interactive mode. You receive some pop-up windows
confirming whether the operation completed successfully, prompting whether to
overwrite a previously installed xdb . ini, and possibly showing any status or error
messages.

-u, --unattended XDBSetup executes in an unattended mode.
Log files:

1. Alog of the commands activity is output to the standard error output handle.

2. If you need to receive any standard errors, specify ">" to redirect the standard output. To redirect any
standard errors, use "2>" as a redirection symbol. If this is not specified, any messages are displayed in
the command prompt.

Changing the Main XDB Server Configuration File

The XDB Server configuration file, xdb . ini, is installed in a Windows protected location - in C:
\ProgrambData\Micro Focus\Enterprise Developer\mfsql\cfg, by default. You need
administrator's privileges to edit the file to help avoid some problems that Windows file virtualization can
cause.

Micro Focus recommends that you use the XDB tools to edit xdb. ini because the XDB tools include a
Windows manifest that requests administrative credentials for updating files in the Windows protected
areas. You need to run the tools from the command line and specify xdb. ini as an argument. For
example, if you use the XDB Client Options utility, execute:

XOPT40N /i1"C:\ProgrambData\Micro Focus\Enterprise Developer\mfsgl\cfg\xdb.ini"

Avoiding Windows virtualization issues

Files that reside in the Windows protected locations, such as xdb . ini, that reside in the Windows
protected locations require that you edit them with administrative privileges. If you use utilities such as
Notepad that do not request administrator's credentials, Windows file virtualization does not save the
modifications in the actual file you edit but creates a copy of the file in the %userprofile%\AppData
\Local\VirtualStore folder.

From then on, programs that run without administrative credentials use the file in the VirtualStore
folder while those that run with administrative credentials use the actual xdb. ini file which can lead to
some confusing results.

Changing the Private XDB Server Configuration Files in Batch

The XDB Client Batch Options command, BOPT40N, is a batch version of the XDB Client Options utility,
XOPT40N.

You can use BOPT40N to modify the options in the xdb . ini file in batch. The syntax of the command is
as follows:
bopt40n /pSecti on.Vari abl e=Val ue

Where:

Section, Variable and Value indicate a section in xdb. ini, a variable in that section and the value you
want to set the variable to.

Note: If any of Section, Variable or Value include any spaces, you must use quotes around the entire
argument. In the following example, the connection name has an embedded space in the section
name so you need to use quotes around the entire argument in the command as follows:

bopt40n "/pConnection MYSERVER.CurrentLocation=MYLOC"

Installing X Windows on Windows

Some features of Enterprise Developer for Eclipse on Windows require an X Windows installation, hence
Micro Focus ViewNowX is provided with the product.

To install ViewNowX:

1. Using Windows Explorer, navigate to the folder that contains the ViewNowX executable. By default, this
is WProgramFiles(x86)%\Micro Focus\Enterprise Developer\ViewNowX.

2. Execute ViewNow_X_Server .exe and then vnx_HF_ 11327 .msp in that folder.

ViewNowX requires that your client machine has Microsoft Visual C++ 2008 SP1 Redistributable Package
(x86) installed. If it is missing from your machine, the ViewNowX installation will offer a link to download the
package.
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Repairing on Windows

If any product files, registry settings or shortcuts are accidentally removed at any point, you can perform a
repair on the installation to replace them.

To repair your installation on versions of Windows Vista or later:

1. From the Control Panel, click Uninstall a program under Programs.
2. Right-click your Micro Focus product and select Repair.

Uninstalling
To uninstall the product, you cannot simply delete its files from your hard disk. To uninstall the product:

1. Log in with the same user-ID as you used when you installed the product.

Some registry entries are not removed by the uninstallation process and you need to manually delete
them.

« Y%systemdrive%\Users\Public\Documents\Micro Focus - includes the binaries and the log
files of the samples which you have built.

* %ProgramData%\Micro Focus - includes some data files used by the Micro Focus licensing system.

To silently uninstall the product, you need the setup file and you need to execute the following at the

command line:

Configuring the Remote System Explorer Support

Note: The following only applies if you are using Micro Focus Enterprise Developer UNIX
Components with Enterprise Developer for Eclipse.

The remote development support from the Eclipse IDE relies upon Enterprise Developer running on the
UNIX machine and handling all requests from the IDE for building and debugging programs. Enterprise



Developer provides a UNIX daemon, the Remote Development Option (RDO) daemon, which initiates the
RDO as Eclipse clients connect to it. Whichever environment is used to start the RDO daemon will be
inherited for all servers and hence all build and debug sessions.

Configuring the Environment

You may need to configure some aspects of the environment before you start the daemon. This is because
when a build or debug session is initiated from one of the Eclipse clients, the environment used will be
inherited from whatever was used to start the daemon. A typical example of the kind of environment that
might need to be set up would include database locations and settings for SQL access at build/run time.

Starting the Daemon

/1. Important: Before starting the daemon you must have the following on your UNIX machine:

» A version of Perl.

» Aversion of Java 1.7 or later.

* The as (assembler) and Id (linking) programs on the path, as specified by the PATH environment
variable.

To start the daemon on the default port (4075) as a background process, perform this command with
superuser authority:
$COBDIR/remotedev/startrdodaemon

The daemon will now listen for any Eclipse client processes connecting to that machine on port 4075. If
you want to use another port, specify another port number on the startrdodaemon command.

The daemon can also be configured to instantiate the servers on a specified port or range of ports. This is
particularly relevant when you want to only open certain ports through a firewall. To do this, perform this
command with superuser authority:

$COBDIR/remotedev/startrdodaemon [<port> | <l ow port>-<hi gh port>]
where:

e <port> is the port number the daemon should use to listen for connections from Eclipse on the client
machine. If no value is given, it will be assigned a default value of 4075. This value matches the value
assigned within the Eclipse installation.

For example,
$COBDIR/remotedev/startrdodaemon 4999

This command will start a daemon listening on port 4999 and will use random server ports.
» <low port>-<high port> is the range of ports on which the servers (launched by the daemon) should use
to communicate with Eclipse on the client machine.

For example,
$COBDIR/remotedev/startrdodaemon 4080 4090-4999

This command will start a daemon listening on port 4080 and server ports will be in the range 4090 to
4999,

Stopping the Daemon

To stop the daemon, type the following command with superuser authority:
$COBDIR/remotedev/stoprdodaemon <port >
Repairing on UNIX

If a file in the installation of the product becomes corrupt, or is missing, we recommend that you reinstall
the product.
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Uninstalling

Note: Before you uninstall the product, ensure that the Enterprise Server instances and the Micro
Focus Directory Service (MFDS) are stopped.

To uninstall this product:

1. Execute as root the Uninstall_EnterpriseDeveloper4.0.sh scriptin the $COBDIR/bin
directory.

Note: The installer creates separate installations for the product and for Micro Focus License
Administration. Uninstalling the product does not automatically uninstall the Micro Focus License
Administration or the prerequisite software. To completely remove the product you must uninstall the
Micro Focus License Administration as well.

To uninstall Micro Focus License Administration:

1. Execute as root the Unlnstal IMFLicenseServer .sh script in the /var/
microfocuslicensing/bin directory.

The script does not remove some of the files as they contain certain system settings or licenses.

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If COBDIR is set to a location that does not contain etc/cobver or COBDIR is not set, mfsupport
gives you the option to search your machine for possible product locations. Note that the search can
take some time if you have a large amount of disc storage and files.
