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Introduction
This document provides important information about late-breaking changes and known issues for all
programs in the ViewNow X suite. If you did not install the full product suite, only some of the information in
this document applies. This same is true for all ViewNow product documentation. You can safely ignore
any information about components that are not installed on your system.

ViewNow X Server Version 9.6.4 delivers fast, easy, and secure connectivity from Windows PCs to UNIX
servers. Supported versions include:

• Windows XP SP2
• Windows Server 2003, 2008, and 2012
• Windows Vista
• Windows Server 2008
• Windows 7, 8, and 8.1

ViewNow X Server also runs on Citrix and Windows Terminal Services (WTS) platforms.

Users can upgrade from all previous versions of ViewNow X Server starting from version 9.3.

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Known Issues
The following is a list of known issues and limitations outstanding in this release:

• When trying to install ViewNow X Server through Active Directory there are two limitations:

• Because X Server uses InstallShield Scripts, the administrator must install the ISScript engine
(ISScript1050.Msi) on the relevant computer as an administrator user before starting the
ViewNow X Server installation.

• For the X Server license mechanism to function, the administrator must first configure transform
(MST), attach it to the X Server install, then start the combined installation package (MSI and MST)
through the Active Directory.

• When running either a Typical or Complete installation, the default installation type is Shared. This
may cause a problem for users with ViewNow Interdrive installed.

• When running the X Server executable file (x.exe) under Windows XP, do not select Run the
program in compatibility mode on the Compatibility page of the X Server Properties Sheet. Doing
so may corrupt all X Server executable files.

• To access Help for X Windows components, in the ViewNow program menu, click X Windows. Then,
from the submenu, click Control Panel > Help > Contents. You can also access X Windows Help by
clicking X Server in the ViewNow Application Help Files menu.

• After you install ViewNow X Windows, run the Performance Tuner application, then restart the X
Server to ensure optimum performance.

• The sample X client provided by X Windows is an xterm program. To use the sample client, you must
supply the full path to an xterm on a UNIX system. You can do this either by supplying the full xterm
pathname in the X Windows XClient Properties Page dialog box or by ensuring that the user's UNIX
path definition contains the path to the directory in which the xterm resides.

• If you are a Web-enabled X user, be aware that ViewNow does not install the Web X (Broadway) plug-
in (npxrx.dll) in your browser plug-in directory. If you are a Web-enabled X user, you must perform
the following tasks after installation:

1. Copy npxrx.dll from:

<drive:>\Program Files\Micro Focus\Browser

to your browser’s plug-in directory.
2. Add the following path to the Microsoft Windows PATH setting:

<drive:>\Program Files\Micro Focus\Xserver\Apps\X

Where <drive:> indicates the drive where ViewNow is installed.
• Before you use X Server, ensure that you are running Internet Explorer or Netscape version 3.0 or

greater.
• When you run multiple X Servers concurrently, each new instance of the X Server is automatically

assigned the next available display number. This assigned display number might not be sequential. The
display number can be seen in a client window's title bar; for example, X Server display: 1.

• The Ping, Remote Utility, and Query utilities are no longer included in the ViewNow X Server install
package. Contact Micro Focus to obtain the separate installation for these utilities.
